Tips for Living Through Construction 

Concrete overlay projects likely involve paving full width. Local 
traffic is allowed on the pavement when the concrete reaches 
strength. This takes at least a couple of days. Residents within 
the project are encouraged to plan for this inconvenience. 
There may be times when access is difficult. Parking your 
vehicle at the nearest point of relief and walking to your home 
may be necessary. 

 

Project schedules are available at www.linncounty.org/
engineer. Project updates are available through the county 
electronic Notify Me system. 

 

The county will have tapers placed on each drive to adjust 
access to the new pavement. Minimum rock tapers will be 
used at residential entrances.  The owner is responsible for 
any rock within the right-of-way beyond the taper. Rock may 
be purchased from the county during the project for $10.00 per 
ton (minimum of 10 tons) for use within the right-of-way. The 
property owner is responsible for any work beyond the right-of-
way.  Drive improvements are the responsibility of the property 
owner. Drive pavement within right-of-way may be removed 
without compensation or replacement. 

 

The property owner is financially responsible for replacing or 
adjusting their paved entrance. We will work with the property 
owner and the contractor on site if the property owner chooses 
to replace or adjust their paved drive. Property owners may 
sign up with the county to complete this work within the right-of
-way by paying $5.00 per square foot through a work permit. 
Payment is based on plan provided by owner. Owners are 
allowed to have the improvement completed privately after 
applying for and receiving an approved permit.

Linn County Engineering and Secondary Road Department will plant 28 
acres along Ely Road from the Johnson County line to the City of Cedar 
Rapids in 2016 with 41 native grass and flowering plant species.  The 
planting effort will also include native shrubs in one location.  Linn County 
received a grant through the statewide community improvement section of 
the Federal Transportation Alternatives Program administered by Iowa 
DOT.  Grant funds cover materials cost and Linn County covers planting 
cost. 



318.3  OBSTRUCTIONS IN HIGHWAY RIGHT - OF- WAY. 

A person shall not place, or cause to be placed, an obstruction within any 
highway right-of-way.  This prohibition includes, but is not limited to, the 
following actions: 

¶ The excavation, filling, or making of any physical changes to any 
part of the highway right-of-way, except as provided under 
section 318.8. 

¶ The cultivation or growing of crops within the highway right-of-
way. 

¶ The destruction of plants placed within the highway right-of-way. 

¶ The placing of fences or ditches within the highway right-of-way. 

¶ The alteration of ditches, water breaks, or drainage tiles within 
the highway right-of-way. 

¶ The placement of trash, litter, debris, waste material, manure, 
rocks, crops or crop residue, brush, vehicles, machinery, or 
other items within the highway right-of-way. 

¶ The placement of billboards, signs, or advertising devices within 
the highway right-of-way. 

¶ The placement of any red reflector, or any object or other device 
which shall cause the effect of a red reflector on the highway 
right-of-way which is visible to passing motorists.

Iowa Code 314.17 prohibits the mowing of roadside vegetation on the 

rights-of-way or medians on any primary highway, interstate highway, 

or secondary road prior to July 15.  Exceptions built into the law include 

areas near the corporate limits of a city, areas near inhabited dwellings, 

areas requiring mowing for visibility and safety, as well as areas 

requiring mowing for specific county management purposes.  See 

https://www.legis.iowa.gov/law for code specifics. 

Linn County mows the shoulders along the county secondary roads to 

help delineate the road surface.  We also spot mow (or spot spray) 

selected plant species in accordance with our Integrated Roadside 

Vegetation Management Plan.  New plantings are mowed mid-summer 

to help establish our perennial permanent cover.  Right-of-way 

vegetation on wider roadways left tall after mid-summer, provides 

surface roughness to assist in retaining rolling and skipping snow 

during winter months.  Snow retention in the ditch can reduce road ice 

and sanding / salting surface treatment cycles throughout the entire 

winter.
